Theatre Company, Theatre Network of Edmonton and The Arts Club of Vancouver. In addition
two plays that were a part of Persephone Theatre’s development program this past scason will
premiere in our mainstage series, The Walnut Tree and Home Ice. These artistic partnerships are
a reflection of Persephone Theatre’s growing success as a Regional Theatre of artistic
